MINUTES

1. Discussed changes in current HCBA By-Laws, amendments included replacing Section 8 (Regular and annual Meetings)…. Janelle will edit the By-Laws to be in accordance with the wording and content as discussed at this meeting. Any editorial changes or issues should be taken up with Janelle by email or phone prior to the March 5, 2015 meeting of the Board (Janelle Bucklin).

2. “Waiver of Conflict of Interest” was distributed to all Board Members, it is to be reviewed, signed and returned to Janelle Bucklin when Board meets again at the 5 March 2015 HCBA General Meeting. It is advised you keep a copy for you records.

3. The Board determined that the Annual Meeting of the HCBA Board will take place on 2 November 2015 (In that the meeting will be held within the same operational year)….For the HCBA Annual Board Meeting, November of the current year was designated, as opposed to January of the new year, as it will be more timely with respect to activities, tax purposes and officer/director changes). 

4. It was recommended that a budget for BeeFest (BF) be prepared for the next meeting of the Board (5 March 2015) accompanied by a discretionary fund for the BF committee to work with, these budget issues will be presented for approval at the Mar 2015 Board meeting. Jamie will collaborate with Lorna of BeeFest to provide the draft proposed budget for the Board to review.

5. Jamie had requested an informational flyer in early February, with HCBA details for newcomers and to provide a quick reference for all. Also, something to have on hand for meetings, events, etc. L Neville offered to do a three-fold brochure layout in house as opposed to a two-sided flyer, as it will present information in a graphic format, and can be easily mailed, or handed out. It will be designed in color, but will also be able to be reproduced in grayscale if reproduction costs are an issue. We will use images from our own community of beekeepers, it will essentially be a representation of the website in a brochure format. Laurie will circulate a draft of this to the board before the March meeting, if possible, the board should provide input to the content, and possibly be prepared to approve the brochure at the March meeting or via Email review before end of March.

6. BeeFest date has been tentatively set (yet to be confirmed) as 8-9 May, 2015. At the January Organizational meeting, a wide range of activities were suggested; these included: Talent show, popcorn machine, coffee and mead sales, honey/chocolates, Kombucha hut, face painting, music, films (Friday night +), art show with adult and youth entries was proposed.

7. Lorna stated that the following specific tasks need to get underway as soon as possible: Website for BeeFest, Coordinator for talent show, Food, organizer for sweets and coordinating cake walk contest, someone to organize vendors, Plan the talent show, and develop a PR plan for the event. Basically, volunteers are needed overall for many tasks – Jamie announced an appeal for volunteers at this general meeting –
